1. THECD

T – tan pronto como = as soon as
H – hasta que =until
E – en cuanto  = as soon as
C – cuando = when
D – después de que = after
THECD does NOT use subjunctive when the outcome is CERTAIN

1. (Pret.-Conj-Pret) If the 1st verb is in the Preterite, the 2nd verb is in the preterite 

2. (Pres. Habit-Conj-Present) If the 1st verb is in the Present and is a Habitual action (siempre/todos los días/generalmente), the 2nd verb is in the indicative (present) 
THECD  DOES use the subjunctive when the outcome is UNCERTAIN

3. (Fut-Conj-Subj) If the 1st verb is in the Future or (IR+A+Infinitive),the 2nd verb is in the Subjunctive.  
4. (Mandato-Conj-Subj) If the 1st verb is a Command (mandato), the 2nd verb is in the Subjunctive

*Know what tense Verb 1 is !!!!!!!

2. ESCAPAA

Escapa is ALWAYS followed by subjunctive.

En caso de que = in case
Sin que = without
Con tal de que = Provided that
A menos que = Unless
Para que So that
Antes de que = before
Aunque = although
For THECD and ESCAPAA – If you drop the QUE then you must use the INFINITIVE.

Yo me ducho antes de que vayamos a la escuela.

Yo me ducho antes de ir a la escuela.

THIS IS USED WHEN THERE IS ONLY ONE SUBJECT.

3. Nonexistent / Indefinite Clauses 

· Used for saying that something does not or may not exist. 
Subjunctive follows statements or questions that show uncertainty or nonexistence. 

Indicative (present/pret, etc) follows statements that show certainty of existence.

Subjunctive will follow:
